Juneau Nonsubsistence Area

The Juneau Nonsubsistence Area is comprised
of the following: within Unit 1(C), as defined by 5
AAC 92.450(1) (C), all drainages on the mainland
east of Lynn Canal and Stephens Passage from
the latitude of Eldred Rock to Point Coke, and on
Lincoln, Shelter, and Douglas islands; within Unit
4, as defined by 5 AAC 92.450(4), that portion of
Admiralty Island that includes the Glass Peninsula,
all drainages into Seymour Canal north of and
including Pleasant Bay, all drainages into
Stephens Passage west of Point Arden, the
Mansfield Peninsula, all drainages into Chatham
Strait north of Point Marsden; all marine waters of
Sections 11-A and 11-B, as defined in 5 AAC

o 33.200(k) (1) and (k)(2), Section 12-B, as defined
in 5 AAC 33.200(1) (2), and that portion of Section
12-A, as defined in 5 AAC 33.200(l) (1), north of
the latitude of Point Marsden and that portion of
District 15, as defined in 5 AAC 33.200 (o), south
of the latitude of the northern entrance to Berners
Bay, and including Berners Bay.
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
